	What was segregation?

	1 (Restrictive Signs)
	These are public signs found in a variety of places such as trains, busses, housing, hotels, restaurants; seems important that no one gets these directions wrong. 
	Where were these signs used? What happens if one does not follow these instructions?   


	A set of constant and humiliating reminders to black people to stay in their “place.”

	2  (Drawing/cartoon “One Vote Less”) 


	Black man is dead, his head is bleeding. 

Behind him the writing says ratification, also KKK, etc.


	Before or because of voting? What’s the artist’s opinion – not clear, there seems to be a disconnect between the caption and empathetically drawn person. What’s the building in the back?
	People were using violence to prevent back men from voting.  It was possible to do this.

	3  (Photo of KKK Parade in Washington)


	Clearly many Klansmen marching, American flags prominent, and looks like the U.S. capitol in the center, their faces are not covered. 
	What message do these Klansmen – and the onlookers want to convey?  Are the successful?
	Klan action was sanctioned by/from Washington and considered patriotic.

	4  (Ballot “No Negro Equality”)


	The one and only platform plank seems to be “no negro equality,” these were Democrats, the offices they are running for are all about laws…
	What state is this?  When was this election? Which constitutional amendment? Did they win? Significance of the rooster? What did the Republicans run on?
	Segregation was not just in the South, but in Ohio &?  This started in 1867.

	5  (Poll Tax Receipt)


	The year is 1896 in Birmingham Alabama, this is a poll tax receipt for $2.50 so records were kept before voting approved…


	Why is neither colored nor white is indicated? How much was this worth? How common were poll taxes?  Why were whites also included?
	Segregation seems to have disadvantaged poor whites also.

	6 Photo of colored drinking fountain


	There’s an African American boy of about middle school age next to the “colored” sign indicating that only colored people can use that fountain, the building in back looks like an important public building.   
	How might it feel to be this boy?  Where and when does this scene take place?  How common was this practice?
	Segregation was pervasive, even children cannot forget it taking a drink of water.

	7  (Photo of older black woman and little white girl)


	Older African Am woman right next to, in fact touching, the young white girl of about 6 or 7, the woman’s clothes seem to indicate being a servant, her expression is not happy.
	Where and when does this photo take place?  If this is about segregation, why are they so physically so close?
	When blacks are subservient to whites they can be close.
