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This deed, made this 18th day of November in the year, 1860, between Thompson Javins and William Jasper, (coloured) both of the County of Fairfax, Virginia, Witnesseth, that the said Thompson Javins for and in consideration of the sum of two hundred dollars (to him in hand paid at or before the sealing and delivering of these presents, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged) has bargained and sold, released and confirmed, and by these presents, does bargain and sell, release and confirm to the said William Jasper, his heirs and assigns forever with general warranty, a certain tract or parcel of land, and the appertenances thereto belonging, in the County and State aforesaid, bounded as follows, viz. Beginning at a stone on the side of Windsors Road, corner of James Devers, and running with said road North thirty one degrees East thirty one and a quarter poles to a stake on the side of said road, thence North eighty five degrees West one hundred and four poles to a stake in the line of Devers, thence with Devers line South Eight and a quarter degrees East fifteen and three fourths poles to a stone corner of Devers, thence with Devers South Seventy five degrees East eighty seven and a half poles to the beginning, containing thirteen Acres.
